MEN RESCUED FROM A DESERTED ISLAND

On 7™ April, 2016, three men were found on a deserted island in
the Pacific by a USA Navy plane after spending three days fearing they
would never see their families again. They had written the word “help”
in palm fronds on a beach of the island of Fanadik, which is several
hundred miles north of Papua New Guinea and 2,600 miles southwest of
Honolulu, Hawaii. The three sailors were travelling on their own
boatship, when they were caught in bad weather and a wave hit them.

. . Fortunately, they were wearing their life jackets, so after swimming two
miles, they arrived on the uninhabited island.

Their families reported them missing, when they did not take the flight at the Micronesian island of
Weno, from where they had to fly back to their homes in the island of Pulap. Then, the Coast Guard
started the search: four ships used a special radar system to track the lost sailors’ route, but eventually a
Navy P-8 plane found them. The group decided to use the old tactic of writing “help” and waving their
orange life jackets. A local boat picked the sailors up and took them to hospital. Now, they are safe and
sound at their homes. They were really lucky, unlike José Salvador Alveranga: he spent 13 months at
sea, in 2012.

According to the U.S. Coast Guard Hawaii Pacific, the operation success was thanks to co-operative
work of different departments and to AMVER system. In the last two weeks, 15 people have been rescued
in the Pacific with the help 10 ships and 6 airplanes. Two of the ships are part of AMVER, a US Coast
Guard voluntary search and rescue program. AMVER, or Automated Mutual-Assistance Vessel Rescue
System, is a voluntary reporting system sponsored by the U.S. Coast Guard and its beginnings can be
found in the Titanic disaster, in 1912, but it was established in 1958.
